tapes

Jail staff preserved footage
from outside the wrong cell
— and the Epstein footage is
gone, according to the pros-
ecutor. Makes you won-
der how they can claim no
one "visited” Epstein before
he died when they obviously
can’t tell one tier of the
prison from the other based
on video surveillance record-
ings alone.

Later this month the
U.S. Virgin Islands attor-
ney general has filed a law-
suit against the estate of
Epstein. Not against any
alleged co-conspirators, but
only against the estate of the
now-declared-dead Epstein,
making it obvious they are
mainly in it for the money.

Australian
bushfires

Australia’s yearly bushfires
have continued as expected.
Many people have been
blaming Man-Made Climate
Change for the fires, de-
spite being told for years
that weather and climate
should be kept strictly sep-
arate. Meanwhile, the fire
departements keep trying to
tell people that most fires
seem to be man-made, and
that the controlled burns of
the last few decades should
be reinstated to reduce the
risk.

cluding coronaviruses.

While the chinese gov-
ernment had tried to quar-
antine large parts of the
country, many cases have
popped up around the world.
No government will even
consider limiting flights to
and trade with China, even
when the U.S. Emergency
Management Agency is al-
ready proposing martial law.

British rape
gangs
Spoken about in hushed

tones for years mnow, the
story of gangs in britain of
mainly Pakistani men who
drug and rape prepubescent
girls takes an even more
grim tone. An independent
report released this month
describes:  ”The authori-
ties knew that many victims
were being subjected to the
most profound abuse and ex-
ploitation, but did not pro-
tect them from the purpor-
tators.” One girl died from
a suspicious heroin overdose

soon after she alerted the au-
thorities to the abuse, and
the report shows that 19000
girls were abused by the
same or similar gangs across
many small british towns.

The reason that the po-
lice felt unable to intervene
was that there is an un-
avoidable racial component
to the story. The gangs re-
ported on are predominantly
Pakistani preying almost ex-
clusivly on native British
girls. The police has ad-
mitted fear that taking a
proactive stance on the is-
sue may cause riots and ”in-
crease racial tension”.

With no one willing to
address the ethnicity of the
purportators or the victims,
this problem will certainly
not be solved in the year to
come.
